Subject: Letter of Concern and Request for Information Regarding the Femicide of
Ramajana Asan a 36-year-old Romani Woman from Suto Orizari

Respected,

We, the undersigned Romani women, activists and civil society organizations from
North Macedonia and other countries across Europe, are writing to express our
profound concern regarding the recent femicide of 36-year-old Ramajana Asan in Shuto
Orizari, who was murdered by her partner in presence of her 5-year-old minor daughter
in her home on 03 May 2025 at around 3 PM.

Despite multiple reports of domestic violence made by Ramajana—including in the
presence of her father and other witnesses—authorities failed to file a formal criminal
complaint or implement protective measures.! Under international law including the
Istanbul Convention ratified by the State-party, police have a legal obligation to act ex
officio when there is reasonable suspicion of domestic violence, regardless of the
victim’s insistence. In Ramajana’s case, officers allegedly dismissed her complaints,
reassuring her she would “reconcile” with her abuser, rather than conducting risk
assessments or pursuing legal action.?

Despite standard police protocols requiring officers to assess risk levels, gather
evidence such as visible injuries, and make arrests when there is probable cause to

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believe a family offense has been committed, it appears that these procedures were not
properly adhered to in Ramajana's case. This response significantly deviates from
established best practices for domestic violence cases, which include treating all reports
with seriousness, conducting private interviews in appropriate settings, documenting
evidence, and taking immediate action when danger is present. The lack of a prompt,
thorough, and victim-centred institutional response — including from the police, social
services, and judiciary — signals systemic neglect that must be addressed with urgency.
This pattern of inaction reflects a failure of the State to fulfil its obligations under the Law
on Prevention and Protection against Violence against Women and Domestic Violence,
as well as the Istanbul Convention, to which North Macedonia is a party. Hence, we
urge the relevant institutions to take immediate and concrete action to investigate and
publicly address this case, and to acknowledge and remedy the institutional failures that
led to the death of this woman, despite numerous reports of violence and threats she
made to the police.

This case appears to be emblematic of broader structural failures in the prevention of
gender-based violence, particularly against Romani women, who face multiple and
intersecting forms of discrimination. Roma women and girls face intersectional forms of
discrimination, placing them at keener disadvantages than non-Roma women and
Roma men. The compounding effects of these discriminations results in Roma women
and girls being one of the most vulnerable and disadvantaged groups in Europe. This
was identified by the European Parliament who in 2004 stated in its adopted resolution
on the situation of Roma women in the European Union that “Roma women constitute
among the most threatened groups and individuals in the Member States and accession
and candidate countries”. This was reiterated in 2013 when the European Parliament
expressed its regret that, despite its 2006 resolution on the situation of Roma women,
‘the vulnerable situation of Roma and Traveller women has, in practice, remained
unaddressed by European and national policy makers” and that “Roma women face
multiple and intersectional discrimination on the grounds of gender and ethnic origin ...
and have limited access to employment, education, health, social services and
decision-making’.

According to official data from the Ministry of social policy, demography and youth,
Romani women are among the most affected by violence and the least protected. In
2024 alone, 142 cases of domestic violence against Romani women were registered in
North Macedonia . Additionally, 20% of human trafficking victims are Romani women.



A report titled "Femicide in the Republic of North Macedonia: Situation, Legal
Framework and Court Practice (2018-2022)" identified 17 criminal prosecutions for
femicide involving 19 female victims during the specified period. The report conclusively
demonstrates that femicides predominantly occur within the victims' homes, and the
perpetrators are typically current or former intimate partners, as exemplified by the case
of Ramajana.

Studies indicate that in the majority of femicide cases, victims had previously reported
incidents of violence to authorities without receiving sufficient protection. Official data
from the Ministry of Interior reveals that in 2022, there were 1,117 recorded incidents of
domestic violence in North Macedonia, with men identified as the primary perpetrators.
The most frequent offenders were husbands (474 cases), followed by sons (171 cases)
and intimate partners (119 cases). During the same year, domestic violence resulted in
seven homicides and two attempted homicides, underscoring systemic failures in
prevention and protection measures. The precise number of total victims of domestic
violence remains undetermined, and additional statistics indicate that there were also
366 misdemeanors and 4,421 complaints related to domestic violence in 2022.*

The Center for the Support of Women Victims of Gender-Based and Domestic Violence
"ISI ARKA," located in Shuto Orizari, was established in September 2023 and has
documented numerous cases indicating that Romani women encounter significant
barriers when reporting domestic violence, exacerbated by multiple forms of
discrimination.® Women from this community consistently express feelings of
abandonment by institutional entities, citing sluggish and inadequate responses to their
complaints; this pattern appears to be reflected in the case of Ramajana.

In light of the information above, and in accordance with the Law on Free Access to
Public Information and the principles of transparency and accountability, we hereby
request the following:

From the Ministry of Interior and Public Prosecutor’s Office:

o A detailed report on the actions taken by the police following each report
filed by the victim or her family, including dates, officers involved, and
decisions made.

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o Information on whether any disciplinary or criminal proceedings have been
initiated against officials who failed to act in accordance with legal
obligations to prevent gender-based violence.

o A copy of internal protocols or guidelines for police officers dealing with
reports of domestic violence, and whether these were followed in this
case.

o Number of trained police officers from the Police Station in Shuto Orizari
for handling cases of domestic and gender-based violence.

From the Ministry of Labour and Social Policy:

o Information on whether the victim was contacted or supported by the
Centre for Social Work, and if so, what measures were taken.
o The number of trained staff in the Centre for Social Work specifically
trained to handle domestic violence cases.
o What support services (e.g. shelters, counselling, financial aid) were made
available to the victim, and whether she was informed of these.
From the Commission for Prevention and Protection against Discrimination:

o Whether an ex officio procedure has been initiated to examine whether
institutional discrimination or neglect based on the victim’s ethnic and
social background contributed to the failure to protect her.

From the Ombudsperson:

o Whether the Ombudsperson has opened an investigation into the failure of
public authorities to protect the victim.

This request is made in accordance with the Law on Free Access to Public Information
and North Macedonia's obligations under the Istanbul Convention on preventing and
combating violence against women and domestic violence.®

We urge a comprehensive institutional response from the authorities to mitigate
domestic violence and femicide in North Macedonia while ensuring the full and effective
implementation of the obligations set forth by the Istanbul Convention. The Group of
Experts on Action against Violence against Women and Domestic Violence (GREVIO)
has previously expressed concerns regarding the disparity between legislation and its

practical application in safeguarding victims of gender-based violence. We reiterate the
recommendation that authorities adopt measures to enhance the criminal justice
response to domestic violence, particularly in cases involving Roma women who
encounter multiple forms of discrimination. This should encompass actions to ensure
that all reports of domestic violence are thoroughly investigated, that appropriate
protective measures are enacted, and that perpetrators are subject to effective,
proportionate, and dissuasive penalties.

We urgently demand:

1. That the femicide in Shuto Orizari be properly qualified as murder
perpetrated within the context of gender-based violence.

2. That the Internal Control Sector conducts a comprehensive investigation to
ascertain whether police officers fulfilled their legal obligations, particularly
in light of the victim's reported multiple complaints, which were not met
with official reports or appropriate actions by the police.

3. An urgent and independent investigation into institutional actions
regarding this and prior femicide cases should be undertaken to establish
accountability for systemic neglect, in accordance with Article 4 of the Law
on Prevention and Protection from Violence against Women and Domestic
Violence.

4. The establishment of a shelter and SOS line in the Romani language,
supported by institutional resources, should be prioritized to ensure
accessibility for women from Shuto Orizari and other Roma communities.

5. Continuous training programs for relevant institutions (including police,
social services, and the prosecutor's office) should be implemented,
focusing on intersectional discrimination and victim protection for
individuals from the Roma community.

6. The active participation of Roma civil society in the design,
implementation, and monitoring of initiatives aimed at promoting gender

We respectfully request a comprehensive and transparent response to these inquiries
within the timeframe stipulated by law. The information provided will contribute to
understanding systemic issues in responding to domestic violence reports and help
prevent similar tragedies in the future.
